Treasurer’s report: Current balances include 
$2,347 in the Admin account and $7,920 in the 
Service account, for a total of $10,267.  The club 
received a $462 rebate from Kiwanis Interna-
tional for dues paid for new members, because 
we qualified for a 25% increase in membership 
by September 30.  A check for $1,500 for Riley 
Hospital will be presented at the Midwinter con-
ference this weekend.
We received a letter of invitation to the Carmel 
Farmers Market kickoff meeting on Feb. 20.  Kent 
Kerns and Hank Starkey said they would attend 
on our behalf.
Brenda Cook sent an email to the board giving 
an update on the project by the Mid Day Club to 
support a young Malawi girl named Sibongile.  
Items of clothing, books, etc. have been col-
lected, and are ready for shipping.  A shipping 
charge of $352 needs to be arranged and a deci-
sion must be made regarding the cost.  No deter-
mination was made at this point.
New member application of Jeff Lawrence was 
approved.  Since Paul will be out of town next 
Monday it was decided to hold off the formal in-
duction of Jeff and Justin Gilmore until Feb. 18.  
Club membership now stands at 37.
Mary Eckard and Jeanette Denton reported that 
they presented the BUG program to Carmel Ele-
mentary School when they delivered the $250 
check for their  “All Stars” tutoring program.  The 
proposal was enthusiastically received so the 
project will be pursued.

February  Board Notes  (Continued)
So far 12  applications for the District Scholarship have 
been received for the one division submission we’re 
permitted.  They are all from Westfield.  None were 
submitted from Carmel.  The deadline is February 15.
It looks like Carmel Middle School Builders Club is off and 
running, thanks to liaison work by Chris Tenpas, Jim 
Palecek and Dick Klar.   They are now paid and legal.
We’ve been notified that the Carmel Key Club dues are 
still unpaid.  A couple of our board members volunteered to 
attend their club meeting this Thursday to see if the matter 
can be resolved quickly.
Brian Dunkin is resigning his VP position, necessitating an 
election for a replacement.  At next Monday’s business 
meeting nominations will be accepted for this position.  
They will be held open for one week, after which the club 
will vote on Brian’s replacement.  He is remaining in the 
club but his new job requires that he miss a lot of meetings.
Don Moehn shared an idea for a new fund-raising project 
that doesn’t require anyone to sell anything, but could 
become a substantial part of our service account income. 
Officially sanctioned by Kiwanis International, it is the 
Kiwanis Spiral Wishing Well Program, and was highlighted 
in the February Kiwanis magazine on page 10.
A 3’ wishing well is placed on prominent display in a public 
area where visitors insert coins and watch them spiral in at 
ever-increasing speed to disappear at the center.  This is a 
tried-and-true program that has been around for years and 
has a solid record of easy fund-raising for organizations.  
The manufacturer is offering Kiwanis clubs a special 
discount and includes training on the way to approach local 
stores, libraries, etc. for their help in displaying the unit.  If 
our club should be interested in getting involved they can 
purchase one wishing well, at an estimated cost of $1,600, 
and then, if successful, expand to more than one unit.  
Kiwanis International recommends that clubs also purchase 
another one to be loaned out to local non-profit groups, who 
would pick up the wishing well, then return it, splitting the 
profit equally.
Benefits to the local clubs are:  increase fund raising 
revenue the easy way; dramatically increase club’s public 
relations; and help in recruiting new members.  Club 
members are encouraged to visit their website to learn more 
about this program:

Friends of Freddie

     Garry Eckard shared an article from his archives that 
traces the history of “Freddie the Fire Truck.”  This photo 
was taken in 1988, the year our club purchased Freddie.  
The presentation was in front of Mohawk Trails Elementary 
School, which was the first time it was used in the local 
schools, to teach youngsters about the principles of fire 
safety.

     As Garry recalls, the club went into debt for about $4,000 
to buy Freddie, and this caused the club’s fund-raising 
activities to have a level of urgency they never had before or 
since.  The bank required the personal guarantees of both 
Ken Wilson (the previous president) and Shep Cutler (the 
Committee Chairman) to make the loan to the Club, which 
was then used to buy Freddie.  It was an exciting project, 
and it helped the Club have ongoing close relationships with 
the Fire Department during this period.
     Just a few years ago, the Club spent about $1,200 to 
send Freddie back to the factory for an overhaul.  It is still 
being used in Carmel schools as an educational tool.  
     Freddie is usually on display at our pancake breakfasts 
to entertain the kids.   It is operated by remote control and 
contains a speaker, enabling the fireman to talk with the 
kids about fire safety.
