Farmers Market Plans
Are Taking Shape

One large item of preparation has now
been taken care of:
We now have a trailer to house all our equip-
ment and supplies, and here it is:

Dick Klar got some even better news last
week from the Farmers Market committee.
They are reconfiguring the north end of the
marketplace where our booth is situated, and
have told him that we can park the trailer right
next to our food stand, which will now occupy
the end position by the street. Not only will
that be a welcome help in unloading equip-
ment but it will improve our “street image”
with the signage on the sides of the trailer.

Purchase price, plus repairs and lettering
bring the acquisition cost to about $1,500.
We understand there is an anonymous donor
out there who has volunteered $1,00 toward
the cost, so that would reduce our net outlay
to around $500.

Jerry Jacobson reported that we now have
four team captains lined up to run the weekly
operations. They will rotate each week, and
signups for duty will begin very shortly. Team
captains are: Hank Starkey, Sue Finkam,
Christy Troxell and Jeff Lawrence.

The Amish couple who supplied our eggs
each week are no longer operating a booth,
but there are two other venders who will be
able to supply our needs.

This project has become our primary fund
raiser. Last year our total profit for the sea-
son was $9,119, and that was an average of
