The board met on August 4 with 8 members pre-
sent.

*Treasurer’s report: Current balances include:
$3,173 in the Admin account and $11,372 in the
Service account, for a total of $14,545. Dick re-
ported that the Riley jars now add up to $1,676
for the year. A 5th jar was put in circulation at
Dunkin Donuts on 146th St. this month.

Net proceeds to date for the Farmers Market op-
eration come to $4,794. He believes we will end
up the season with over $9,000 profit.
*Programs: Speakers are lined up through Sep-
tember, with the exception of Sep. 22. This
week’s speaker thought we met at 7 p.m. so she
will probably be re-booked for next month. As a
reminder, the installation dinner will be at Max
and Erma’s on September 24. Coupons will be
distributed so that we can pick up 10% of sales
all that day when they are presented at time of
the meal.

*Farmers Market: With 8 weeks still to go we
must make sure that enough members sign up
each week to ensure adequate staffing. Brenda
Cook maintains the master schedule, so every-
one who can be available should contact her.
*Youth Clubs: John Woods reported that with
school opening very soon, we need to find a
member who would be willing to serve as the Ki-
wanis contact with the Carmel H.S. Key Club and
Carmel Middle School. Beginning this year our
club must pay the full $150 dues fee for both of
our Builders Clubs. This will be put in the budget
for next year.

+District convention: Representing our club this
year will be incoming club president Dave
Harden, along with Bob and Connie Hunt. Jeff
Veldhof will be there as our Lt. Governor.

Jeanette Denton dropped a bombshell at the
meeting by announcing that she and Gary will be
leaving the area in the next few weeks. Gary is
in the process of accepting a new position out-
side Indiana. This creates a vacancy for next
year’s secretary position.
*Membership: Don Moehn reviewed the list of
members who have indicated they will be resign-
ing from the club, along with a couple who will be
dropped for non-attendance. With the inclusion
of Jeanette, this means we will be losing a total of
9 members before the next dues-paying period.
At next Monday’s business meeting Paul will ask
for nominations from the floor to replace Sandi
Kerns as a member of the board, and to replace
Jeanette as secretary. Election of these nomi-
nees will then take place on August 18.
+Jerry Jacobson asked the board to consider
making $750 available to support 3 youngsters at
the Diabetes Youth Foundation’s summer camp,
at $250 each. The board was receptive but,
since the camp has already been held for this
year, it was decided to put this request in the
budget for next year for further action at a later
time.
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In view of the membership situation mentioned
above, now would be an excellent time for every-
one to review their list of friends, acquaintances
and business contacts for possible consideration
as prospective members.
